Looked OK and 

finished well. 

Left the 1/2 in a walk to opening with a 12 4/5 split. Picked up 

the pace to finish up the final three furlongs in 37 2/5 while 

appearing to have something in reserve.

Worked in 23.2 and 47.4. Finished in hand and trying to mix it 

up with company.  

Easy maintenance drill. Looked good in the lane finishing up in 

12.0 flat and appeared no worse for wear on the walk home.

This one finished well and we had in 36 flat for the last three 

furlongs. Not bad with a fast finish. 

Euro mare did best under a hand ride from Pedroza. Finished OK 

for seven furlong work. 

We had the last three furlongs in 37 flat and out in 113.2 for 

Julio. Pedroza on board.   

Started three in front and finished two in front with workmate 

going in 59.4.

Didn't inspire confidence and finished under mild pressure late.   

Moved OK for the most part. Can't really knock the drill. Came 

home with some interest in 24 4/5.

Hit the 1/2 mile marker in full stride and moved willingly 

throughout. Looked best in the stretch finishing up in 11 3/5 with 

only slight urging.

Hit the 1/2 in full stride and most with interest while posting 

splits of 12 1/5, 23 4/5, 35 3/5. Came home in hand to cover the 

final furlong 12 1/5. ---

Easy move from the outset while remaining under some restrait 

for the bulk of the drill. Came home with some interest to get the 

final furlong in 12 1/5.

Left the five two lengths in front of Sweetly. Maintained 

advantage until the 1/4 pole. Finished up head and head through 

the lane while getting the final 1/4 in 25 1/5.

Departed the three under a hold and remained under some 

retraint for duration of the drill. Final furlong in 12 2/5.

Out for a trail ride for the most part. Never asked for a hint of 

run. Found best stride late in drill to cover the final 1/16 in 6 2/5.

Moved fairly easy throughout while never being asked for much. 

Came home to get the final furlong in 12 1/5. 

Traveled very well from the outset and never received any 

encouragement in impressive drill for winner of two straight.

looked ok here for Solis. Went even throughout the drill going in 

25.1 for the first ¼ and finishing up in 50.3

Worked over a clean surface newly renovated and went in hand. 

Bogus drill. Nothing to see.

Worked in 48 and finished in 102. Didn't follow through late and 

could have gone better on to the mile pole.

Typical Mullins drill here finishing in 24 flat and looked like 

was doing it easy.

while never receiving any urging. Covered the final furlong in 11 

4/5.  

 Left the 1/2 in no particular hurry to get the opening furlong in 

12 3/5. Picked up the pace as the drill progressed. Came very 

strong to cover the final furlong in 11 2/5.

Looked very good blowing out a short three furlongs for this 

race. Finished up very well to get the final furlong in 11 3/5. 

Went off in 12.1, and 48.1. Finished in 24.4 here for 113 flat 

work. Did it well enough in key drill for barn. 

Went well enough here for Ellis. We had this one working slow 

early and finishing in 36.3 late for the final three furlongs. 

Went off in 47 flat for the first half mile and then finished out in 

59.3. Did best and did well here. 

Broke alertly from the gate and moved very willingly through 

splits of 12 1/5, 23 3/5, 35 2/5, 47 2/5. Finished up strong under 

a mild hand ride in 23 4/5. Outstanding but common for this 

pony.

Looks good with plenty of flesh but went nice and easy here for 

Eurton. This one is a trier.

Went off very slow and was in hand early. Relaxed beautifully. 

Picked it up in hand and finished strongly late. Very much a 

backwards drill, but did it well. 

Five year old gelding got a reminder of the gate this morning. 

Just went around the track.

Worked in company for Shirreffs and finished in 36.2 for the last 

three furlongs. Split of 24.2. Went in hand here. 

Left the five with interest and moved extremely well for duration 

of move. Came home strong to cover the final quarter in 23 3/5. 

Found the five in full stride and moved easily through splits of 12 

2/5, 24 1/5, 36.0 flat. Looked strong finishing up in lane in 24.0. 

Moved unhurried throughout while never being asked. Came 

home strong in 11 4/5. 

Moved exceptionally well for short drill. Never asked and was 

under a strong hold late while recording best of morning time for 

distance. 

One paced in this drill on the grass here for Drysdale. Finished 

the final ½ in decent manner. 

Went alongside another horse and finished in decent manner but 

couldn't get by workmate.   

Showed speed early working between poles and finished in 47.4 

and 113.1. Finished easily.

Worked with Wave Liability and blew that one away with a final 

five in 59.1. Huge move for this one.

Pure maintenance drill from the outset never asked for anything 

in easy move. Has never been better and figures for big slice of 

the pie. 

Broke from the five furlong marker two lengths in front of 

stablemate

Proved best by a length in elongated seven furlong move. 

Finished up with some interest while in hand in 12 1/5. Look for 

big effort in second race of the long layoff.

Left the three in hand and in the middle of the track. Moved 

effortlessly through splits of 12 3/5

Been a good worker on this track and went in 101 flat early and 

then finished in 126 flat and out in 138.4. Not bad here. Good 

move.

Hit the wire in stride in 100.1 and finished out to the mile pole in 

112.2. Did it Ok here. 

Finished off the work in 36 flat for Sadler. Finished OK down 

the lane and looked decent.   

Finished under mild pressure down the lane. Looked OK in fast 

time. 

Strictly in hand here and was going easy down the lane. She is a 

decent filly for underrated trainer Leonard Powell.

In company for Powell and went in 23 flat, 47.4 and finished out 

in 100.3. Finished on even terms with mate late. Consistent 

work. 

Big drill for this one. Roused to finish nearing the wire and went 

out to the mile pole with purpose. Worked in 35.3, 100.2 and 

finished in 112.4 on our watch. 

Went well and responded here with speed in 35.2 and 100.3 to 

the wire and then out in 113 for six furlongs. Ridden out late. 

Good workhorse.

Began five back of another horse and finished in 48 flat and a 

quick last furlong. 

Looked outstand from the outset. Traveled on her own 

throughout and didn't look tired a bit on the return home.

Left the five in hand and easily breezed through fractions of 12 

2/5

Finished off this work in 12.1 after hitting wire in 103.1. Roused 

and finished well late.

Finished well on own down the lane here and last three furlongs 

in 35.2. Good work for this one. 

Worked with Hard Sun, another Drysdale, and went in 13, 25.3, 

37.3 and finished in 103.2 and 116.2 on our watch. Even drill. 

Just cruised through the lane in easiest of three furlong moves. 

Finished up on a full tank.

Moved easily for duration of short drill. Never asked for much. 

Morning drills indicate some ability and could be a contender at 

first asking.

Broke well from the gate with Smash. Matched strides for 

duration of move to finish up all square in solid gate drill.

Popped out of the gate and moved very well throughout while 

finishing up the final furlong in a solid 11 3/5. Better than 

average drills for debut.

Worked well here and finished between Edgewick Road & 

Yodelmeister. Went well enough and only to the wire in 47.1. 

This cat can run as I've mentioned before being scratched from 

debut with a cough. My outlook has not changed a bit. Looked 

very good in short move and could not have gone any better 

while never being asked for a hint of run. Picture session would 

be no surprise for first timer.
Broke from the gate for no other reason for just to pop out prior 

to debut today. Never asked for anything and all went smoothly 

while remaining in hand for the most part. This guy can ran and 

should give a good account of himself at first asking. 

Started a length behind 4yo ALW winner on grass Worth 

Repeating. Tracked until the 3/8 pole and finished on even terms. 

Galloped strongly another furlong stride for stride in 113 1/5. 

Very impressive for a two-year-old facing a much more 

experience runner. Give strong consideration first time out. 
Showed some speed but was pushed out for Perdomo and 

finished under a drive. Has a bit of speed. Maiden-Claimer for 

sure.

With workmate Single Shot? A maiden-claimer and went in in 

36 flat for the last three furlongs. Asked and finished respectable.

Solid move from the outset. 12 1/5, 23 4/5. Came home strong to 

get the final quarter in 23 4/5.
